National Vocation Awareness chk Sct for Januarg 9-14

The Catholic Church in the United States will celebrate National Vocation
Awareness Week (NVAW), January 9-14. The celebration heralds a week
dedicated to promoting vocations to the priesthood, diaconate and
consecrated life through prayer and education. National Vocation
Awareness Week began in 1976 when the U.S. bishops designated the 28th
Sunday of the year for NVAW. In 1997, this celebration was moved to
coincide with the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, which falls on January 9
in 2012.

Our Catechism teaches us that we are all called through our baptism to
share in Christ’s priesthood. (1121) Our Catechism, (3) clearly states that we
should welcome and freely respond to Christ’s call, urged on by the love of
Christ to proclaim the Good News. We all must respond! Some respond
through the choice for the clerical or religious life and others through the
vocation of marriage and still others through a celibate single life. We all
need to respond to our call and evangelize. This is not optional. By the
same grace that saved us in our baptism, we are called to action! Each one
of us must respond to Christ. Your personal response, taken seriously, will
revitalize our church.

Let me briefly focus on the call to the Holy Orders. On a very personal note,
my response to the diaconate was and still remains a process of listening to
“the call”. | hear the voice of God in the solitude of prayer and God'’s voice is
reinforced by others who validate my response to the diaconate.

| love praying with everyone during Mass, when all the voices of the parish
join together as one, in community. And who doesn’t feel closer to God
when the choir sings the psalms? Still, my most intimate relationship with
God is when | am in contemplative prayer or praying the Office of the Hours,
especially when surrounded by nature. A developed prayer life gives us time
to be alone with our God, a time to build an intimate relationship. It is
through this time with God where we can begin to understand who God is
and just as importantly, who we are.

| would also suggest that you don’t let your response to religious or clerical
life be hindered by a feeling of “worthiness”. Face it, we are all unworthy,
yet God will work with us. In love, God will form us and give us the gifts we
need. Yes, we are all created differently. It is exactly our unique gifts that
make our individual response so important! Each one of us has gifts we can
share. We are all an integral part of the kingdom. Listen, being ordained is
not about being perfect! If in doubt, my wife can assure you of this.

This distinctive week gives Catholics an opportunity to renew prayers and
support for those who are considering one of these particular vocations.
Pray that our children and young people will develop a prayerful relationship
with Jesus Christ so they will know their vocation. Commit a daily prayer to
vocations and consider dedicating the grace of your Eucharist to spiritual
conversion of all lukewarm Christians and the growth of vocations.
